(or the equivalent in another currency) if you
are travelling from a country outside the
European Union
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In most cases you will have paid a deposit before you received your CAS number and paid your fees
in full through your Regional Office before arriving. Others will have paid their deposit over the
phone/by cheque/via Travelex and can pay any outstanding Pre-sessional tuition fees at enrolment.

Applicants who have not applied through the Regional Office will be sent a link explaining how to
pay your deposit in the automated offer letter you will receive an email, or contained in the PDF
version of the offer letter. If you have not been able to pay your fees in full before you arrive, we
will arrange for you to make final payment in your first few days with us.

You are a ‘sponsored student’ if all or part of your tuition fees will be paid by an external
organisation such as an employer, government/embassy, scholarship funding, or a non-family
member.

You may also consider using traveller’s cheques as a safer option than carrying cash. Make sure you
note down all the serial numbers and keep them separate from the cheques themselves. Please be
aware though that you may find it difficult to cash these at weekends close to the campus.

Please do not bring large amounts of cash with you. It is much better to use bank accounts and
credit cards but you will need to have some money in British currency (GBP) for your first few days
as you will not be able to exchange foreign currency on campus at the University

When you arrive at your destination you may also exchange money at the local Bureau de Change,
post office or bank (these options may however be unavailable in the evening or at weekends).

Some sponsored students come with medical and travel insurance arranged by their employers or
governments but most students will have to arrange their own medical, travel and contents
insurance.

These insurance policies are not very expensive but will save you a lot of money in the event that
anything goes wrong. For instance travel insurance is important because there are rare times when
a student may have to travel home unexpectedly, or claim compensation for delayed flights or loss
of baggage.

Medical Insurance is also essential if you are not an EU resident. Pre-sessional students are on a
short course and may not be covered for free medical care by the National Health System. If you are
not entitled to treatment under the National Health Service, private medical treatment is very
expensive if you do not already have private medical insurance. Please make sure you have
adequate medical insurance to cover medical costs, if you fall ill, and also to cover the additional
possible costs resulting from illness. These can be substantial, and may include:

. Loss of fees if you are unable to complete your course

. Additional treatment and medical expenses not covered by the National Health Service
. Costs of returning home if a relative is taken ill

. Costs of a relative visiting you in the UK if you fall ill

. Returning to your home country for treatment

Nationals from EEA (European Economic Area), Switzerland or a country with a special bilateral
healthcare agreement with the UK who are on a course which is under 6 months long (such as the
Pre-sessional) can receive NHS (National Health Service) medical care.

In most cases other international students are only entitled to free emergency hospital treatment in
an NHS Accident and Emergency department.

Once you are admitted on to a ward or given an outpatient appointment, charges will apply. GPs
may agree to treat you for free, but this will usually be limited to urgent treatment that cannot be
delayed until you return home. You may be able to register as a temporary patient with a GP
practice as Middlesex University has an arrangement for Pre-sessional students. You will find out
more about this during your induction.

We strongly advise you to take out a policy specifically designed to provide insurance for
international students on a short course before you leave home.

UK students usually take out contents insurance when they go away to university to protect their
belongings. Most students do not lose their things but if you do, the policy is not expensive and it
will cost much less than replacing your goods. As long as you have a travel and medical insurance
policy in place, contents insurance can be arranged from the UK.

Once you enrol on your degree course in October, you will become eligible for NHS treatment.

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2.ARRIVING IN BRITAIN

You may be very tired from your flight but please keep track of your belongings. Keep hold of small
bags, laptop bags etc. as these can disappear very easily.

The UK Border Force provides the following advice to get through the UK border controls as
efficiently as possible:

1. Fillin the landing card you will receive on your flight.

2. Remove your passport from any cover and have it ready with your landing card.

3. Also have ready a print out of your Unconditional Offer letter for your pre-sessional programme,
including the Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies (CAS). Questions may be about where you
will be staying and what you intend to do during your time in the UK.

4. Keep any medical documentation, recent bank statement and details of where you are staying in
your hand luggage (this may be University Halls or elsewhere if you have made your own
arrangements). You may be asked to show these.

5. There are also restrictions on the amount of tobacco, alcohol and gifts you can bring into the UK.
If you exceed your duty-free allowance and do not declare them, all of your items could be taken
away from you.

When you have passed through passport control, you will be able to collect your luggage from the
baggage reclaims area. Once you have collected all your luggage you must proceed through the
customs hall.

At most points of entry, you will have a choice of three ways to go through:

= The blue channel — for people travelling from the European Economic Association (EEA)
= The green channel - for people travelling from outside the EEA with nothing to declare
= The red channel — for people travelling from outside the EEA but with goods to declare.

Occasionally, you may be stopped by a Customs Officers who will ask to check your luggage. This
may be a random check, to ensure that you are not carrying any items that breach the rules.

Please make sure that you do not leave your luggage unattended at the airport.

If travelling by train, keep your luggage as close to your seat as possible or where you can easily see
it. If you use a luggage rack, check your belongings regularly, especially when the train stops at a
station.

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When you register with a doctor (GP) or if you are seen by a doctor in hospital, they will ask about
your Medical History. They need to know details of any past illnesses requiring medical treatment,
particularly if this has involved hospital treatment.

If you are undergoing any medical treatment, need to take regular medication, have had any serious
illnesses in the past or are registered disabled, please bring with you all your current prescriptions
and a report from your doctor.

. The documents should give details of your
condition, all treatment and/or medication you require and any assistance or support you will need
while you undertake your studies. This will help ensure the smooth continuation of your treatment
when you arrive in the UK.

Bring a copy of your prescription if you wear glasses or contact lenses.
Extra help is available for students with limited mobility, long term medical conditions etc. However,

We expect you to be there at 09.00 for Induction on the Thursday. This is the start of the course and
it is important that you attend.

If you have a genuine emergency you should contact your Regional Office, Agent or
English@mdx.ac.uk to discuss this. Without permission from the Director of International
Preparatory and Short Courses you will be unable to study at Middlesex if you arrive late and miss
some of your course.

Your English will be assessed in a variety of ways during the course. These will include a spoken
presentation, a listening exam and essays done both in your own time and under exam conditions.
You will find more information in your course handbook, which you will receive at the start of the
course.
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There are two shifts. The early shift students usually start at 08:45. Late Shift students start later
and do not finish until 18:45.

You will receive your timetable at the beginning of the course. Students cannot choose which shift
they study on.

Yes, unless you are unwell. The language course is intensive and progressive - it builds on work
already studied in class.

Students participate in class — giving presentations and working in groups — referring to topics
already studied. If you miss classes, it is hard to join in and is disruptive and disrespectful to
colleagues & staff.

Regular attendance and constant practice helps to develop communication skills which you cannot
replicate with self-study.

If you are sick, it is vital that you inform a member of staff (not just your friend). The telephone
numbers and emails for staff are in the handbook you will receive at the start of the course.

These should always be made well in advance to an Academic Manager, via email.

As your visa sponsor (under Tier 4 of the points based system) the University is obliged to report
students who fail to enroll, fail to attend or who withdraw from the course to the Home Office.

Arriving on time for classes, lectures and tutorials is essential. Continual lateness may affect end of
course assessment grades and reports. If you arrive late, knock politely and quietly enter the room.
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Please do not be afraid to come and discuss this with us. If you leave, you must fill out a Withdrawal
Form.

You are expected to attend all classroom sessions, study additional 10 or more hours per week, and
complete all study tasks on the given deadlines.

It is important that all tasks are completed on time to help ensure progression and to give you the
experience of working to a deadline. Assessment is carried out at regular intervals throughout this
intensive short course. It is important to tell your teacher/Academic Manager if you cannot
complete work on time for any reason.

Sometimes marks are deducted for late submission. On your degree course, late submission could
mean you fail that module and therefore the course.

If you do fail the course, you will be given support and advice on what options are available for you
to further improve your English.

Everyone, from fellow passengers, UK Immigration Officials and University staff will ask you
guestions and expect you to answer.

For example, when you arrive at a UK airport, you should be prepared to answer some questions
about yourself, including where you will be staying and what you intend to do during your time in
the UK.
